2. Scouts that want to attend when their Troop Leaders are not attending, should 

still have the Troop Leader register them if possible. 
However, Parent/guardians can create an account and register if needed.  
Requirements will still be sent to TL. 
 

3. Use the Scout MB Requests worksheet on last page of this packet to gather all 
needed info to register your scouts. 
 

4. Go to https://www.troop457bsa.org/merit-badge-college-info for the 2024 MBC 
Registration link. 

 
5. Returning Troop leaders can sign in to their RegPack account with the e-mail 

address and PW used to create the account. 
 

a. If you forgot your PW, follow the prompts to create a new password.  
b. Your Troop Leader info and Scout information (except age & rank) 

should transfer over.  
c. Except for e-mail address, any of last year’s information may be 

changed if needed.  (Ex: home address, cell phone) 
d. Scouts that are no longer in your troop may be deleted as attendees. 
e. For new scouts, click Add Attendee and create their profile. 

 
6. New Troop leaders create an account with e-mail and password. 

 
7. Complete the fields for Troop leaders.  Adults may order a lunch for $ 5.00 

through the registration site. 
Adults who are Merit Badge Counselors or volunteer for classroom assistance 
get a free lunch. 

 
8. Reg Pack software does NOT alphabetize class sessions. Please scan 

sessions carefully. 
9. Class choices are by AM and PM. 

First Aid is all day.  Add Part I AM and Part II PM. 
 

10. ****MERIT BADGE CLASSES THAT ARE UNLISTED ON THE 
REGISTRATION SITE ARE EITHER, FILTERED OUT DUE TO AGE 
MINIMUMS, OR ARE FULL.***** 
 

11. No refunds 7 days after purchase. 
 

12. E-check & credit cards are accepted.
